● Completion of the Candidacy application 
● Cumulative GPA of 2.750 or higher 
● Grade of B- or better in all professional education courses. 

(A student may have one exemption, although the student must earn a grade of C- or higher in 
that particular course. Practicum courses are not eligible for exemption.) 

● Grade of C or better in English 100 
(AP credit is accepted, as is an equivalent English course transferred with a grade of C or higher.) 

● Successful completion of practicum/practica with a grade of B- or higher 
● Successful completion of the Teacher Candidate Dispositions and Professional Expectations Assessment
